The Best Places to Work in PA Program is made up of two groups of companies: 50
medium-sized (25-250 employees) and 50 large-sized companies (251 employees or more).
Through the research process, a survey is sent to both the employers and employees from hundreds
of companies from across the Commonwealth.

Winning companies achieve the highest combined scores in a twofold evaluation: review of a
company’s workplace policies, practices, philosophies, systems and demographics (25%); and
results of an employee survey to measure the employee experience (75%).

Using a formula similar to Fortune’s “100 Best Companies to Work for in America,” the Best
Companies Group scores the workplace practices survey along with the employee survey and each
Best Places to Work candidate is given an overall score.
